(I Thessalonians 5:24) 

Introduction: What is your favorite {PROMISE} in the Bible? God always keeps His promises (I Kings 
8:56). In fact, it is {IMPOSSIBLE} for God to lie (Titus 1:2). When God used a source of authority, He 
chose {HIMSELF} (Hebrews 6:13 & 18). There is one promise God made that {EVERYONE} recognizes 
(Genesis 9:11-16)!

III. The Promise Of Immanent {SUCCESS}  Scriptures  

Note: This promise means a person can start {OVER} any time (II 
Corinthians 5:17 & Revelation 3:20).

IV. The Promise To Answer {SUPPLICATIONS}  Scriptures

V. The Promise That His Grace Is Always {SUFFICIENT}  Scriptures

Conclusion: A person may be {IGNORANT} of God’s promises (John 8:32). A person may {DOUBTING} God’s 
promises (Matthew 14:29-31).
